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見山書齋主人自序 

 我們上世紀五六十年代出生的人，大部分是基層市民，少年時無能力購買古董

收藏品，集郵是較廉價的文娛活動，那時候普遍認為是要從信封剪下的郵票並有郵戳

才是好東西，完全不知道新票或連郵票的實寄封才更有價值。如今收藏了實寄明信片

數十年，才發覺實寄過的明信片記錄了那個年代的交流訊息，更有真實感和歷史感

，因此其價值一般較未使用過的新片高很多。要收集某一個出版社發行的全套新片

不難，但要齊集一套實寄片就非常困難，這也是收藏的樂趣所在。今次委托給布約翰

拍賣的拍品大部分是實寄的明信片，也是希望把這份樂趣分享出去。

  收藏實寄明信片的另外一個挑戰是要收集到每一張片的最早郵寄日期，因為一個

70年代的景點明信片如果在90年代才貼上郵票寄出，那跟發行時的訊息是格格不入的，

 此外，同一建築物或景點，不同的出版社的版本也有不同的角度和景觀，再加上

不同年代的拍攝手法，可以看出景點周邊的變化，有時建築慢慢老化，有時重修又

重修，很有趣味性。而在收藏香港明信片的歷程中，我發覺較難遇到的是照片版本

的明信片（Real Photo Postcards），而其中以50年代手填顏色的片則更是難上加難。

 早在上世紀80年代，個人因中英文能力尚可，得以短暫在快報作為兼職賽馬記者

，那時便已對快活谷這地方產生了莫大好感，再在90年代與練馬師簡炳墀先生共事了

五年。對賽馬有了更多的認識，便開始了收藏有關馬場的物件，尤其是相關的

明信片，從明信片中可以看到百多年前的快活谷已有網球場、高爾夫球場等設施

，而辦公大樓及觀眾看台大樓等，則隨時日不斷興建更新，給人予滄海桑田之感。 
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 在千禧年開始的頭五年，作為康樂文化事務處博物館委員會榮譽顧問，讓我有了

必須加強認識香港這塊福地的使命感。不同景點、昔日風情及社會民生題材，成爲我

當時收藏的主力。而熱心收集中港台酒店明信片，則是源於一次三十多年前的政府
